We are writing in response to your editorial, in which you labeled the AMERICAN ENERGY & INFRASTRUCTURE JOBS ACT a “Terrible Transportation Bill.” We agree.
This bill includes a $100,000 broker bond provision hidden on pages 527-8, which is designed to put small brokers out of business so that the big brokers can control the market, charge shippers and consumers more and pay truckers less. 
Ironically, this act would actually ELIMINATE TENS OF THOUSANDS OF JOBS by raising the bar too high for small freight brokers to enter or remain in the industry. Small businesses will not be able to furnish the bonding companies the $100,000 in cash collateral they will require.
The Association of Independent Property Brokers & Agents ("AIPBA") is calling upon American consumers to call their Congressman and tell them to vote no.
